On Theophany there will be the blessing of water after the liturgy. This water is used for the blessing of homes and
other various items in church. And also, for all faithful to use in their homes. Please check your texts and emails
from the father as he started making the schedule of home blessing. If you would prefer to bless your home later
on this year, please let him know.

The Sunday of the Publican and the Pharisee is the first Sunday of a three-week period prior to the
commencement of Great Lent. It marks the beginning of a time of preparation for the spiritual journey of Lent, a
time for Orthodox Christians to draw closer to God through worship, prayer, fasting, and acts of charity. It is also
on this day that the Triodion is introduced, a liturgical book that contains the services from this Sunday, the tenth
before Pascha (Easter), to Great and Holy Saturday. The Church eases us into the Lenten fasting discipline during
this period. The week following the Sunday of the Publican and Pharisee is fast-free. The week following the
Prodigal Son is a normal week -- we fast as usual on Wednesday and Friday. In the week following Meat fare
Sunday, no meat is eaten; eggs, fish, and dairy are permitted on any day.

Enjoy tacos, quesadillas and
Spanish rice.  After Divine Liturgy, please join us in the Church lower level to enjoy this meal while spending time
together in fellowship.

We will get more out of the services if we pray rather than merely attend them. Allow the hymns to enter your
heart, and make their words your own.
